In FY 2024 the Roca Impact Institute trained and coached over
4,900 community violence interrupters, case workers, and police
officers.

WORK TO DATE

Technical assistance to support the
Regional Office of Gun Violence Prevention
and local partners implementing a new
regional approach to violence prevention
including training regional staff to use
Rewire CBT as a core behavior change tool
with young adults most at risk of gun
violence.

Multi-year training and coaching for
Department of Violence Prevention
violence intervention and prevention teams
and contracted agencies in Rewire CBT.
Designed customized training for school-
based violence prevention staff working to
promote school safety as an alternative to
policing.

Training, coaching, and implementation

Trained over 770 corrections officers in
Rewire4 through 45 training sessions
delivered as part of the department’s core
in-service training structure.

Multi-year partnership to train over 1,800
sworn officers, including the
development of a Train the Trainer
program for Rewire4 to sustain training
opportunities for new recruits.
